Pacifica: Furnished bedroom in a 3 bedroom, 2 bath house for rent. Close to public transportation. Laundry and street 

parking available. Utilities provided. Non-smoker looking to rent to a non-smoking tenant. No pets. Exchange for light 

house cleaning and cooking.
