Can the Sanchez Library be remodeled?

The 4,500 SF library can be remodeled to comply with current codes. However, based on recent
remodels of similarly aged buildings, approximately 20-25% of the useable area will be reduced in
order to bring the building into compliance with current accessibility requirements. Accessibility
improvements that will need to be addressed include: accessible doors, restrooms, paths of travel,
aisles, shelves, seating and service desks.
